• 115g butter (room temperature)• 115g butter (room temperature)
• 115g caster sugar• 115g caster sugar
• 115g self raising flour• 115g self raising flour
• 2 eggs• 2 eggs
• Sprinkles of your own choice• Sprinkles of your own choice
• Optional amount of raspberries, depending on how strong you want the flavour to be.• Optional amount of raspberries, depending on how strong you want the flavour to be.

 For the icing: For the icing:
• 1 tbsp. of water• 1 tbsp. of water
• 115g of icing sugar• 115g of icing sugar
• 4 or 5 raspberries• 4 or 5 raspberries
• A generous amount of sprinkles• A generous amount of sprinkles
